I. The AREOC Board meeting was called to order by the AREOC President, Sara Ruckle Harms at 11:57 AM.
II. Approval of Minutes from January 18, 2017
A motion was made by Larry Leaman and seconded by Lou Scarpino to approve the minutes of the January 18, 2017 meeting as written.  Motion carried.  
III. Treasurer’s Report:   
A. Final discussion for 2017 budget 
Tom Cooney presented the revised proposed budget for 2017.  He made changes to the proposed budget per the discussion items at the last AREOC Board meeting in January.

A motion was made by Linda Robinson and seconded by Rebecca Guider to approve the AREOC 2017 Budget as discussed.  Motion carried.  
B. Review Monthly Budget Reports
Tom Cooney presented the monthly budget reports for the months of January, February and March.  He stated that he also reviewed the Desk Guide that was updated by Bill Castro and Tom Cooney found the items in the Desk Guide to be very helpful.  
A motion was made by Linda Robinson and seconded by Rebecca Guider to approve the monthly budget reports for the first quarter of 2017 meeting as presented.  Motion carried.  
C. Review Financial Audit and Taxes for 2016 

Tom Cooney presented the audit and tax report.  The audit report, a statement of cash flow, comprises the statement of financial position as of December 31, 2016.  No reportable conditions were noted.  The tax report is completed and is in balance with AREOC’s operating reports.  On Part III, Statement of Program Service Accomplishments, there is a statement in item 28 that regarding the purpose of AREOC that states “Coordinated litigation on behalf of Orange County retirees to preserve benefits reduced by their former employer”.  Although this was appropriate in the past, it seems fitting to expand in the future to include advocacy.  The State tax forms are also consistent with AREOC financial records.
A motion was made by Lou Scarpino and seconded by Rebecca Guider to approve the AREOC Financial Audit of 2016 and the AREOC Taxes for 2016 as presented.  Motion carried.

Discussion of the Joe Kerr candidacy for OC Board of Supervisor

Joe Kerr, a candidate for the 4th Supervisorial District on the Board of Supervisors recently moved back into the appropriate district.  Young Kim is also running for the soon to be vacated position on the Board.  There are several other names that have been floated around as potential candidates. A motion was made by Rebecca Guider and seconded by Lou Scarpino to have Sara Ruckle Harms contact our Treasurer, Gary Grommet, to establish a political committee to be able to support a candidate for the Board of Supervisors.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Rebecca Guider to authorize Sara Ruckle Harms to contact Joe Kerr to attend our May 10, 2017 meeting; motion seconded by Lou Scarpino.  Motion carried.
